LOCATION:  
The start and finish will be at Exford Show Field. Grid Ref. SS 851,369 what3words: ///egg.flopping.fingernails
ON ARRIVAL AND START & VETERINARY INSPECTIONS:  Please fill in your Master Card and then hand the Master Card into the Secretary on booking in, and you will be provided with a vet sheet to fill in, which will then be handed to the vet writer at your first vet inspection.  Master Cards and vet sheet copies will be returned to you when returning your number bib at the end of the Ride.  Horses should be presented for vetting in bridles or headcollars for the first inspection, with rider and one crew member only present. One person must be wearing number bib. Timings for these first inspections will be available on EGB Clubhouse after close of entries and it should be noted that competitors must be on time for these inspections and the start.  Please note that riders/crews in all classes are to be responsible for collecting vet time slips from the timekeeper at halfway and finish.  
Vet gate procedure for Classes 1, 2 , 3, 4 and 6 – see Rule 9 in Special Rules.
At all Vet inspections you will be directed to a vet by the Steward - you do not have a choice of vet and must do as instructed by the Steward.  
PARKING, VENUE & ACCESS:  It is essential that everyone follows the parking guidelines at the venue, whether they are riders, crews, officials, trade stand people, or spectators etc.  

There is no camping or corralling at the venue. Please do not skip out your trailers/horse boxes on the field.
REFRESHMENTS: Freshly-cooked refreshments will be available at the venue throughout the duration of the ride at the main marquee from Baker George from South Molton (bakergeorgecatering.co.uk)  However, please also make good use of the excellent pub and restaurant facilities within the village.  
FARRIERS:  This year we are welcoming Alan Weston as our farrier.  Please ensure that you take your vet sheet with you to the farrier for inspection prior to the vetting.  Horses should have been recently shod prior to the ride.  Any horse which is ridden barefoot also needs to be inspected by the farrier.  Riders should pay the farrier immediately for any work required.  Minimal work will be undertaken by the farrier pre-ride and riders may have to wait for this until others have been seen prior to their vetting – do not expect to have a full set fitted!!  

ADMINISTRATION:  The ride office will be open from 1pm to 6pm on Friday 20th May for declarations of all classes, and from 6.45am on Saturday 21st  and Sunday 22nd  May. The ride office phone number is 07760 264619 (for the duration of the ride only). The organiser’s mobile numbers are Jo Chisholm 07816 762815, Andrew Chisholm 07767 868404.  
The stabling card provided with your number bib on declaration must be fixed to your horse’s stable door/corral, so that vets can easily locate horses when making visits to the stabling locations if you are stabling overnight.
Please ensure that you fill in your stabling details when declaring at the venue.

Parents of all riders under 18 years old must complete and hand in to the Ride Office a signed copy of the Parental Consent form – if one has not been emailed to you in advance or sent with your ride details, please email Liz Hinings e.hinings1@btinternet.com 

NUMBERS: Number bibs are collected from the office – please undo all knots before returning them! There will be no charge for bibs but donations towards the Dorset and Somerset Air Ambulance are very welcome and there will be a collection jar available!  A ride sponsorship form also for Devon and Air Ambulance, can be downloaded from our website at: www.goldenhorseshoe-ride.com  click on Information for Riders – the link to the form is at the bottom of the page.
Crews must display the Crew Card (collected at declaration) showing the number of their rider in the windscreen of the back-up vehicle so that it is clearly visible.  

ROUTE, CREW and CHECKPOINTS The route is marked by the local Trail Riders with orange dayglo markers, flags and signs/arrows where necessary.  Any riders arriving at a CP from the wrong direction will be required to return to the previous CP or designated location, and then come in by the correct route – or to retire.  It is the rider’s responsibility to ensure that his/her number has been noted by the check point official.  Numbers are relayed by telephone to base and any rider not recorded as checking in at a CP may be eliminated.  Additional stewards may be positioned around the course and will be wearing fluorescent tabards or armbands.  Road crossing stewards are there to help you but it is the rider’s responsibility to ensure that precautions are taken to ensure maximum safety at all times.  Please note that CREWS MUST NOT STOP TRAFFIC ON THE ROADS.  Crews might like a reminder to bring binoculars with them to enjoy the fabulous views and keep an eye on their riders around the route!

CREWING ONLY AT DESIGNATED CREW POINTS (plenty of them) along with Crew notes are available at the end of this document. No crewing in small lorries/horseboxes whatsoever.  Please make sure your crews are respectful to all the locals, the officials and all the volunteers and take care to drive and park carefully in the surrounding villages and moorland. If a crew has been reported with bad behaviour towards the public or other crews/officials/helpers we do have the option to eliminate their rider.
WATER AND FUEL:  There is no water at the venue. Competitors should arrive with full supplies and replenish where they are stabled overnight.  There are river crossings on the route. The nearest garage selling petrol/diesel is the Wheddon Cross Garage.
DATA PROTECTION:  Please note that details of riders’ names, riding numbers and a contact address will be provided to the Ride Photographer, David Saunders, unless you notify Liz Hinings before 16h May that you do not wish these details to be made available.

AWARDS:  Riders in Classes 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 and 8 may collect their Master Cards and rosettes from the Ride Office approximately 45 minutes after their final vet inspection.  However the awards for the PF and other special awards in Classes 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 and 8 will be announced at the prizegiving, along with Classes 1 & 2; which will be held in the Marquee unless otherwise notified at 7pm on Sunday.  Please check that you have filled in your awards form correctly, with details of horse breeding if relevant and make sure you have handed it in on arrival or emailed it to Liz Hinings .  

EMERGENCIES:  It is recommended that riders carry an emergency first aid kit comprising:  triangular bandage, whistle, glucose tablets, space blanket, wound dressing and bandage and vetwrap type bandage – plus sunscreen (!)  Riders should make contingency plans with their crew for the collection of their horse, if necessary.  Riders are reminded that, in the event of retiring on course, they MUST STAY ON THE ROUTE until officially located – emergency numbers are printed on the maps.  MAPS MUST BE CARRIED BY ALL RIDERS.
ACCEPTANCE OF RULES:  The Ride is held under EGB rules and these must be adhered to at all times, as well as the additional Golden Horseshoe Rules. Making an entry constitutes implicit acceptance of these rules.  The Board of EGB shall be the sole interpreter of the rules.

DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY:   Save for the death or personal injury caused by the negligence of the Organisers or anyone for whom they are in law responsible, neither the Organisers nor EGB nor the Exmoor National Park Authority, nor any agent, employee or representative of these bodies accepts any liability for any accident, loss, damage, injury or illness to horses, owners, riders, crew persons, spectators, land or any person or property whatsoever whether caused by their negligence, breach of contract or in any way whatsoever.

RESERVATION OF RIGHT:  The organisers have the right to (a) cancel the ride or any class, (b) alter the advertised times and (c) refuse any entry, with or without stating the reason.

HEALTH AND SAFETY:   The Organisers of this event have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety of everyone present.  For these measures to be effective, everyone must take all reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents occurring and must obey the instructions of the Organiser/Organising Committee and all Officials and Stewards.

WITHDRAWALS: Withdrawals can be made on Endurance GB Clubhouse in the usual way.

GOLDEN HORSESHOE SPECIAL RULES

These rules only apply at the Golden Horseshoe Ride and are not applicable to any other EGB Ride.

Entering any class at the Golden Horseshoe constitutes implicit acceptance of these rules in addition to standard EGB rules.

1) Elevator Rule for all classes with vet gate - An elevator option is available for Classes 1, 2, 3, 4, 6,  - a rider may exercise the option to retire from the ride at any vet gate after a successful vetting. They will then be credited with mileage and trophy points if they are within the permitted time parameters and have passed the veterinary inspection including any compulsory re-examinations. In PF classes however, PF points will not be awarded after elevating.

2) Crew:  Classes 1, 2, 3, 4 and 6 - All competitors must have their own crew who is: over 17, named on the entry form, (max one vehicle only per competitor) and able to arrange collection of the horse from the course if necessary. Riders in Classes 7 and 8 must have designated crew, but these may be shared provided that arrangements are in place in the event of the riders become separated on course. NB No horse boxes/vans of any size (not even 3.5 t) may be used to crew at the GHR. Classes 5 and 9 are not required to have crew, but are allowed.

3) Junior riders, (all classes) until they reach their 13th birthday, must be accompanied by a nominated adult, who has been nominated by the child’s parent or legal guardian, which must be done on the Parental Consent Form which must be lodged with the Ride Secretary on declaration. The nominated escort should be noted on the junior rider’s entry form. The junior will have the same start time as the adult. In the event that the accompanying adult has to withdraw on course, the junior must also withdraw unless the child’s parent or legal guardian has nominated a second escort on the entry form and filled in a second Parental Consent form, also to be left with the Ride Secretary, and this second nominated adult is also riding with the Junior rider.  Parental consent form download available on EGB Clubhouse Ride page.
The Organiser has the right to raise the age requirement for escorts in adverse weather conditions.

4) Pre-ride vetting for 2 and 6 will be on Saturday morning. 

5) Start times: Competitors in the same class may ask to be given consecutive start times. This request must be made on the entry form at the time of entering.

6) Maps: Maps of the route must be carried.  

7) Start/Finish: Riders must be mounted to cross the start and finish line on each day, and your riding time stops as you cross the line each day

8) Riding times: Your riding time starts at your allocated start time, even if you choose to wait to start with the next rider.

9) Half way vetting /overnight hold  Vet gate procedure for Classes 1, 2, 3, 4 and 6 will be run as follows each day – your riding time stops as you reach the timekeeper at the half way point (or overnight hold), which is back at the main venue. You have up to 20 minutes to present to the vet, and at halfway for the 80k routes you will be at the venue for a total of 50 minutes (which includes your (up to) 20 minutes for presentation to the vet). You are allowed one re-presentation within 20 minutes of arrival if required, for pulse only (this includes the end of Day 1 for Class 3). For Classes 1 & 2 at the end of day 1, penalties for heart rate of 58 or below – no penalty; heart rate of 59 – 64 – 1 penalty; heart rate of 65 or above – elimination. 

10) Riding speed Classes 1 and 2 : is calculated each day from the riding time that day. Minimum speed required for all Open/Advanced classes is 9 kph each day. 12kph or over – Gold speed; 10.5kph – 11.9 kph – Silver speed; 9.5kph – 10.4kph – Bronze speed; 9.0 to 9.4 kph Completion, Below 9 kph – Elimination.  All other classes as per National EGB GER rules.

11) Final vettings for Classes 1 and 2: you must successfully present to the vet within 30 minutes of crossing the finish line. No re-presentation is allowed, and penalty points are awarded on the first heart rate taken at this vetting – heart rate of 58 or below – no penalty; heart rate of 59 – 64 – 1 penalty; heart rate of 65 or above – elimination.  Classes 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8 and 9 as per National EGB GER rules.

12) Gate allowance (all classes) as per normal EGB rides.

13) Overnight Stabling  Horses in Classes 1 must stable/corral overnight on completion of Day 2 if their travel time to return home is more than 2 hours.  If your travel time is marginally above two hours and you wish to travel home at the end of Day 2, or there is some other reason for travelling, this must be discussed and agreed with the veterinary team at the final vetting. 

14) Trophies and prizes will not be posted (apart from Awards for Gold, Silver and Bronze for Classes 1 & 2) – you must be present at the prize-giving to receive your award. A SAE can be left for rosettes only.
 
INFORMATION FOR CREWS 

The points below are the only places that you are allowed to crew your horse. If you crew outside of these areas you risk having your horse and rider eliminated. The use of horse boxes to crew is strictly not allowed due to the narrow lanes that you are expected to use and due to some of the limited space available. Please note there is NO WATER at the venue so you will need to bring all you require. However there are many river and streams that you can refill as you go. 

Please be aware that the Mobile Phone coverage across Exmoor is sporadic and is very dependable on the network provider.  All the Check Points should have a link back to the Venue. You have the Emergency Contacts on the map and in the ride details.

Be considerate and courteous to all other road users and the general public who use Exmoor. Park considerably allowing space for people to pass, keep your speed down when driving between crewing points, you do have plenty of time between points. Make sure that you are displaying a crew card that is visible.
